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Instructions:

You will be creating a map of your own continent on a blank sheet of paper. 

Your continent needs the following:

1. To extend beyond 60( N to 30( S in latitude with latitude lines shown every 30(.

2. 2 or more mountain ranges.  Use contour lines (from our study of topographic maps) to indicate mountains.  Elevations should not exceed 30,000 feet (the highest Sierra Nevada mountain is 14,500 feet).  Choose an appropriate contour interval so that you have between 5 to 10 contour lines on your map.

3. 6 or more cities each with a name or a number.

· 1 or more by an ocean

· 1 or more near the center of your continent

· 1 or more by a mountain range

· 4 or more cities need to have different elevations.

· 1 or more needs to be between 60( N and 30( N

· 1 or more needs to be between 30( N and the equator

· 1 or more needs to be between the equator and 30( S

4. Global wind patterns drawn according to the latitude. (use wind pattern poster)
5. Ocean currents drawn in the oceans near your continent based on what the likely currents would be in that hemisphere and with the land and wind patterns.

6. A legend for any symbols or colors used on the map.

7. A name (and possibly names for any countries you divide your continent into)

ON THE BACK OF YOUR MAP OR ON A SHEET OF PAPER:

8. Describe the climate of each city.  Remember that climate is mainly temperature and precipitation, so for each city answer the following 5 questions based on their location and the climate factors discussed in class:

1. Is the temperature hot, warm or cold?

2. Does the temperature change a lot during the year, or does the temperature stay mostly the same?

3. Why did you think temperature changes a lot/remains the same?

4. Is the precipitation low (leading to a dry climate) or is the precipitation high (leading to a humid climate)?

5. Why do you think the precipitation is low/high?

9. Explain which city you would want to live and why.

EXTRA CREDIT:

10. Read the following information carefully and include each type of area on your map in the correct location.  Use color or symbols to represent each area on the map.

A.  Rain Forest(s):  rain forests occur in hot climates which receive a lot of precipitation.

B.  Desert(s):  deserts occur in areas which receive very little precipitation (the leeward side of mountains, along the 30ºN or S latitude lines, etc.)

C.  Grassland(s):  grasslands are areas of grass with few trees, and occur in warm climates with low precipitation.

D.  Tundra(s):  tundra occurs in cold climates with low precipitation.
