Oceanography is the study of the earth’s oceans.

There are 3 major oceans: the Pacific, Atlantic, and Indian Oceans.

However, since all the oceans are connected, there is only one true ocean on Earth (called the global ocean).

The global ocean covers almost 70% of the Earth.
Ocean water is salty (unlike fresh water like lakes or rivers) because as creeks and rivers wash over the land the water dissolves salts in the land.  These salts accumulate (build up) in the global ocean.
